	· Terms of reference agreed to reflect that midwives do not function in isolation but within the context of the maternity team. 

· Use of maternity care pathway framework to frame the group’s work and outputs discussed.  
· Agreement that this is an appropriate approach to map out existing standards, outcomes and indicators
· Recognition if only existing national standards are identified this would result in a highly reductive focus; therefore in addition we will seek to identify where other quality measurement(s) has(have) been developed eg to evaluate aspects such as experience of care
· Once map of existing quality measurements drawn up will take into account outputs from other workstreams and develop other metrics needed for future
· Group members volunteered to work together on particular phases of the pathway (Pre-conception, Accessing Services, Antenatal Care, Intrapartum Care and Postnatal Care) to map existing standards, outcomes and indicators
